	Greeter – The Greeter is responsible for greeting guests in a warm and friendly manner and help with controlling the flow of entry into the station rotations. The Greeter is the first and last impression of our event, and therefore has the opportunity to set the tone for our guests and see them out with a smile.  This is a great position for an outgoing individual who enjoys working in an exciting environment. 

	

	Food Court – Assist with handing out food to the guests in the food court area such as hot dogs, chips and drinks

	

	Distribute Groceries – Prior to the event groceries are going to be assembled into bags for distribution the day of the event. As families come through the grocery area ensure that each family leaves with bags of food 

	

	Distribute Clothing – Assist people with identifying clothing sizes and guide them to the appropriate areas for their specific needs.

	

	Medical – This position requires a background in the medical field and will assist with medical needs the day of the event. 

	

	Security – This position will help manage the flow of the people as they enter the event, wait in lines to enter the areas and ensure safety for all in attendance as well as the facilities. 

	

	Prayer & Encouragement – As people leave the event there will be an area for prayer and encouragement where people can come and be prayed for, share the gospel and connect them with a church. 

	

	Kids Zone – Assist with entry to various events located in the Kids Zone. Explain guidelines to the kids and their families. Ensure that the kids are safe while playing in this area. Will also have face painting, arts & crafts etc.

	

	Volunteer Check-in – As volunteers report for their shift assist in signing them in and providing day of event information that is relevant to their role, ensuring they have food, water & breaks throughout the day.

	

	Teen Area – Assist with entry to various events located in the Teen Area. Explain guidelines to the teens and their families. Ensure that the teens are safe while in this area and hang out and enjoy the teens too

	

	Parking – As the guests arrive assist with guiding them to designated parking areas and provide information on where to go next at the event. There is traffic control as well.

	

	Recycling – in cooperation with the DUH Ministry help sort through recyclables from the day of event. Also, empty garbage cans and keep the property clean during the event and make sure before we leave there is no garbage left behind.

	

	Setup – Before the day starts there are a lot of locations on the property that need teams to set-up the area for the guests to come through. 

	

	Tear Down – At the end of day help with packing up the left over materials from the day and cleaning up the school property. Also loading toys, clothes, food etc back into the trucks, tearing down stage and other equipment.
